The Road to Citizenship

Last October’s Immigrant Workers Freedom Ride (www.iwfr.org) brought national attention to hard working, taxpaying immigrants whose road to citizenship is blocked by unfair immigration laws.  Our laws must be changed to end the exploitation of immigrants and in order to reunite families. 

Freedom Summer

Just as the Immigrant Workers Freedom Ride built on the Freedom Rides by African Americans during the Civil Rights Movement, the New American Freedom Summer will follow the example of Freedom Summer 1964. The New American Freedom Summer is a national call to register to vote and defend those facing repression and suffering.
Freedom Summer in Florida and Arizona

In Florida, Haitians seeking safety and freedom from their troubled homeland are routinely detained and deported under discriminatory policies that violate America’s finest traditions.  In Arizona, an anti-immigrant ballot measure, vigilantes at the border, and the deaths of hundreds of immigrants in the cruel desert heat, all call us to action.

Freedom Rings Across America

Across America, in every city that participated in the Immigrant Workers Freedom Ride, our New American Freedom Summer participants will increase civic participation and register voters, organize direct action, and increase public awareness on behalf of America’s immigrants—today’s New Americans.

Two Assistant Coordinator positions are available. One will be based in Phoenix or Tucson coordinating the program for at least 75 incoming volunteers and the other will be based in Miami coordinating the program for at least 50 incoming volunteers. Start date will be June 1st and the end date will be August 15th.

Qualifications:

-Must demonstrate deep personal commitment to immigrant and workers’ rights and to reform of U.S. immigration laws.

-Must be extremely detail-oriented.

-Must demonstrate experience working on a political/labor organizing or advocacy campaign and planning direct actions.


-Spanish and Creole fluency is highly valued.


-Some experience working in coalition is desired.


-Past experience working in Arizona or Florida is an added plus.


-Willingness to withstand Arizona heat of up to 115 degrees or Miami humidity.

-Ability to grasp and effectively communicate nuances of media messaging.

-Demonstrate a desire to work in a team environment with the AZ Program Coordinator and other coalition partners.

-Driver’s License required and willingness to drive own car desired.

Job responsibilities

· Work with AZ/FL Program Coordinator and local partners to design and execute actions that highlight failures of immigration policies and call for comprehensive reform according to messages developed jointly by national NAOC leadership and local organizations.

· Liaison with media contacts for actions

· Handle financial transactions to cover logistical needs of volunteers.

· Be willing to work campaign-style hours.

· Interface with volunteers and their supervisors in placement sites

· Troubleshoot volunteers’ logistical problems (ie, housing, food, transportation)

· Work with AZ/FL Program Coordinator to facilitate strong relationships among volunteers and with partner organizations.

· Communicate concerns of local partners to AZ/FL Program Coordinator
